Why did He have to die, and then rise again?
A testament or will has no legal authority until the death of the one who made it. In the same way, the death of Christ was necessary for the establishment of a new relationship between God and man.

The life of the flesh is in the blood (Lev 17:11). God understands this quite well and His word says “without the shedding of blood there is no remission.”
Jesus Christ came and shed His blood that we might obtain cleansing and be saved.

The blood of Jesus:

-Has obtained eternal redemption for us.

-Will purge your conscience from dead works to serve the living God.

-Cleanses and protects.

-Makes perfect.

-Give life to the weary body.
-Provides a permanent sacrifice and a permanent covenant bond between God and man.

Jesus has appeared to put away sin by the sacrifice of Himself. Then He entered into heaven opening the way of access to God. One day He will reappear to consummate our salvation.

With this knowledge, we can have confidence to approach him regardless of our sins knowing that we would not be condemned.
Please say this prayer from your heart to be reconciled to Him.

God I admit that I have sinned. Thank you for sending Jesus Christ to die that I might be saved.  I accept Jesus as my Lord and saviour. Please forgive my sins and help me to live for you. Thank you for hearing me.
